	Gus had a lifetime love of the outdoors, and was an avid fisherman and hunting enthusiast. He passed away in 1994. His will directed that his entire $1.6 million estate be donated to the South Slough National Estuarine Research Reserve to support acquisition of lands to be added to the reserve. He lived modestly and was a patient investor. His decision to donate his life’s estate represents the largest contribution ever made by an individual to the South Slough program and greatly enhances the capacity of the reserve to provide a stable environment for long-term environmental research and education. His act of enormous generosity was done quietly, without, pretense or fanfare. His expression of his love of nature serves as an example for us all and qualifies him well to hold the title of “environmental hero”.

	Short biography on the nominee
	Chalmer “Gus” Gufstafson was a long time resident of the community of Coos Bay Oregon. The son of Swedish immigrants, Mr. Gustafson grew up in Duluth, Minnesota, during the Great Depression. He worked in the US Forest Service for a short time before enlisting in the Air Force during WWII. After receiving numerous medals for his distinguished service in the Solomon Islands, he took up a civilian career as an engineer. He Came to Coos Bay Oregon in 1952 to work for the Bureau of Land Management where he worked until his retirement from his position of District Engineer in 1978.
